Schools to Partnership with CRBRSA Collaboration to promote sports and Roll ball 

development and participation. 

CRBRSA Organise sports festivals, carnivals and Roll ball events to engage the community and 

promote Roll ball & sports participation. To Collaborate with 

T N government & SDAT to access funding and resources. 

In order to Develop grassroots programs to introduce Roll ball to young children and 

encourage lifelong participation in training and competition in state national and international 

level.
